	Implementation of the Ammunition Reporting Management System (ARMS) began.

	The Air Force Data Systems Design Center (AFDSDC) was directed by HQ USAF to occupy 79,000 square feet of administrative space in the James Forrestal Building at 10th and Independence Avenues in Washington, D.C.

	A new Burroughs B3500 Accounting and Finance Materiel Output Processing System was implemented at Langley AFB, Virginia.

	Evaluation of the Burroughs B3500 General Accounting and Finance System (GAFS) was completed at Langley AFB, Virginia.

	A package requesting 658 additional spaces was forwarded to HQ USAF.

	16-20 June – The Air Force Data Systems Design Center (AFDSDC), Air Training Command (ATC), HQ USAF and ESD conducted the third and final test of the Computer Assisted Instruction System.

	Two million pages of documentation were distributed directly to and through the airmail terminal, National Airport, Washington, D.C.

	Colonel Jack M. MacGregor was assigned to duty as Vice Commander, Air Force Data Systems Design Center (AFDSDC), having transferred from the position of Comptroller, Air Force Academy.

	Colonel Jack M. MacGregor was appointed Commander of the Air Force Data Systems Design Center (AFDSDC), vice Brigadier General Vernon R. Turner.

	Colonel Robert A. Bass was appointed Vice Commander of the Air Force Data Systems Design Center (AFDSDC).

	The Chief of Staff of the USAF announced that delivery of the Burroughs B3500 computers was suspended for the period 1 October 1969 through 31 January 1970.

	A plan for optimization of Phase II Systems from 1 October 1969 through 31 January 1970 was presented to the HQ USAF Directorate of Data Automation (AFADA).

	The Control Room for the UNIVAC 1050-II system was moved from Bolling AFB, D.C., to Suitland Hall, Maryland.



	691000
	HQ USAF Directorate of Maintenance Engineering (AFSME) was briefed on Maintenance Management and Information Control System (MMICS) problems and rescheduling approved.



	691100
	Relocation of Air Force Data Systems Design Center (AFDSDC) offices from Suitland Hall, Maryland, to the Forrestal Building in Washington, D.C., was completed.



	691113
	Assistance of the HQ USAF Directorate of Data Automation (AFADA) was requested in securing an adequate facility for the Air Force Data Systems Design Center (AFDSDC).



	691119
	The HQ USAF Directorate of Civil Engineering (AFOCE) advised that Office of Secretary of Defense (OSD) was making a facility study of the National Capital Region and that Air Force Data Systems Design Center (AFDSDC) facility requirements would be considered.
